During Competition & Training 
 

• During competition & training, first responders with an ambulance will be on standby at the venue. 
• Doping control may be conducted, therefore, athletes are highly recommended to keep their passports and 

official IDs on their person. 
 

Out of Competition & Training  
 

• While out of competition & training, first aid treatment will be possible at the hotel. If more treatment is 
necessary, the Local Organiser will provide transport to an external facility (if required). 

• The choice of hospital will be determined based on the severity of the injury.
